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RRTVA APPLICATION GUIDELINES 
 

The Red River Technical Vocational Area (RRTVA) is developed and funded by the participating 
partner school divisions who contribute resources annually for their students vocational learning 
opportunities. The number of students that can be served by is limited by the capacity of each 
program.  Students enrolled and attending from those partner school divisions at the time of the 
RRTVA Enrollment Period have the priority of available spaces.  The Enrollment Period begins in 
Semester 2 each year in March, for the following school year.  Due to the popular enrollment from 
within the RRTVA, application guidelines have been established to ensure fair and equitable 
practices to the over 500 RRTVA applications we receive annually.  
 
Priority for RRTVA Applications  
 
1. RRTVA Students – Include students who are registered and attending full time in the RRTVA 

partner school divisions during the Semester 2 RRTVA registration period.  These interested 

RRTVA students can apply only through their guidance department beginning in March each 

year. 

 
A) Registration Period Opens March 1st each school year. 

B) Talk to guidance department and obtain your school’s RRTVA Application Form to 

complete. 

C) Hand in your completed applications form at your high school by their deadline in March. 

D) The RRTVA high school application forms must have the section “For School Use Only” 

completed by the RRTVA designated contact to be considered.   All RRTVA participating 

schools will be considered equally upon receipt of their completed RRTVA application 

forms and demographics provided for their students when received at RRTVA by March 

31st.   

 
2. Non-RRTVA Applicants – Includes potential individuals not registered or attending full time in 

the RRTVA partner school divisions during registration period.  This could include high school 

students from outside the RRTVA catchment, home school students and adults. These 

interested Non-RRTVA Applicants can apply only online beginning on September 1st each year.
